EL NUEVO DIARIO, GINEBRA - El actor Forest Whitaker, ganador del Oscar en 2006 por su
interpretacion del dictador ugandés Idi Amin en “El Ultimo rey de Escocia”, abogé hoy por una

mayor participacion de los jévenes en los procesos de paz y reconstruccién en una rueda de prensa

celebrada en la sede europea de la ONU en Ginebra.

“Pedimos a los gobiernos, al sector privado y a la sociedad civil que inviertan mas recursos y fondos
para movilizar a la juventud al servicio de la paz”, sefialé el actor estadounidense, fundador de la
ONG Whitaker Peace and Development Initiative (WPDI), que trabaja en programas de atencién a

los jovenes en zonas pobres o conflictivas.

El actor lamentd que en muchos lugares “los jévenes sean percibidos como parte del problema y no
de la solucién” cuando son clave en los procesos de reconciliacién, y recordé que mas de 400
millones de personas entre 15 y 29 afios viven en paises que sufren guerras civiles y otras areas en

conflicto.

El intérprete de 57 afios sefald que cred WPDI precisamente “al ver que jévenes hombresy mujeres
son potenciales socios en el cambio positivo y merecen ser escuchados”.

Whitaker participa hoy también en un didlogo sobre la reconstruccion en Sudan del Sur, uno de los
paises donde trabaja su ONG, y ademas intervendra en el Festival de Cine y Foro de Derechos
Humanos de Ginebra.

Juana Baca Velazco, integrante de la Red de
Mujeres Ixiles, afirmé que en Guatemala se esta
persiguiendo a los activistas de derechos
humanos, “ante intereses politicos del Estado para
protegerse y resguardarse”.

“La gente de Guatemala necesita buscar justicia.
Queremos saber qué pasé. {Hasta qué punto el
gobierno de Guatemala seguira violando los
Derechos Humanos?”, cuestiond Baca.

También estuvo presidente Lenina Garcia, secretaria general de la Asociacién de
Estudiantes Universitarios (AEU), quien coment6 que 2015 dej6 grandes lecciones
para poder transformar la mentalidad de la gente y construir nuevas realidades.

“En el ambiente se siente ahora una perspectiva de ya no tolerar la corrupciény la
impunidad”, aseveroé.

Garcia record6 que “por parte de la comunidad internacional, una de las acciones mas
importantes es la proteccion a defensores y defensoras de derechos humanos, el
empoderamiento de la sociedad civil y el fortalecimiento de las capacidades de las
organizaciones sociales”.

Las peliculas pueden ser un prisma para entender el mundo. El Festival y Foro Internacional de Cine de
los Derechos Humanos de Ginebra es uno de los principales eventos internacionales dedicados a mostrar
cdmo se violan los derechos humanos. Durante 10 dias organizd 200 eventos por toda la ciudad con 47
peliculas en paralelo a la sesién principal del Consejo de los Derechos Humanos . Casi todas las entradas
para las proyecciones se agotaron.

Para Isabelle Gattiker, directora del festival "Es necesario no sélo que cada vez mas personas comprendan
qué es lo que pasa en el mundo sino que se retinan, hagan preguntas, denuncien y encuentren soluciones
concretas. Las cintas que buscamos para el festival han de causar impresién".

Entre lo mas destacado de la edicion de este festival se encontré el estreno mundial de la pelicula
documental "Ximei" sobre una campesina de la provincia rural china de Henan, infectada con SIDA a finales
de la década de los 90 cuando el gobierno chino alenté a los aldeanos pobres a vender su plasma
sanguineo. Tanto los donantes como los receptores fueron infectados con el VIH a partir de material
contaminado dando lugar a una epidemia. Las personas involucradas en la elaboracién de la cinta pasaron
siete afios jugando al gato y al ratén con las autoridades chinas que espiaban sus teléfonos, mensajes de
internet, detenian el rodaje y les confiscaban partes del metraje.

El productor ejecutivo del documental, el artista chino Ai Weiwei, afirma que nuestra sociedad no cuenta
con "una investigacién realmente independiente ni un periodismo libre. Se han tapado muchos casos. Es
dificil para los directores hacer una pelicula como esta. China es una sociedad fuertemente controlada. Y un
documental como este se vera como algo subversivo".

Por su puesto el escandalo vino seguido de un encubrimiento aiin mas escandaloso. Los funcionarios
locales intentaron atemorizar a Ximei para que guardara silencio cerrando su albergue para victimas de
SIDA. El nimero aproximado de victimas afectadas es de 300.000. Ella lucha para que se supere la
discriminacién legal y social y que estas personas reciban la medicacién adecuada.
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XIMEI is a girl from rural China who contracted AIDS during the government-sanctioned “Black Blood Economy”, when
impoverished villagers sold their blood plasma for money. Blood donors as well as recipients were infected with HIV from
contaminated equipment, sparking a full-blown epidemic that affected an estimated 300,000 people, followed by a
scandalous cover-up.

"Estoy felizy muy orgullosa por este documental" afirma la activista Ximei Liu. "Para miy todos aquellos
que estamos preocupados por este tema es una manera de hablar de nuestra situacién y hacer publico el
motivo por el que luchamos. He estado luchando yo sola durante demasiado tiempo".

Para Andy Cohen, uno de los directores del documental, Ximei es "basicamente una super heroina
moderna. Y no necesitamos ningln dato especial. Simplemente lo es".

La codirectora de la cinta, Gaylen Ross, asegura que lo importante no es que la respetemos y apoyemos y
que "apoyemos a mujeres como Ximei que es increiblemente valiente y que hace todo esto sola, sin ayuda,
esté o no esté la camara alli. Simplemente lo hace. Necesitamos mas mujeres como ella en el mundo".

Ximei tenia diez afios cuando se engancho el pelo en un procesador de cosechas. Sufrié una gran pérdida
de sangre y se infect6 de VIH durante una transfusién. Ha perdido a muchos amigos que también estaban
infectados.

El documental Ximei, producido por el artista chino Ai Weiwei se estrené mundialmente en el Festival y
Foro Internacional de Cine sobre los derechos humanos en Ginebray esta a la busqueda de distribucion
internacional.
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Ximei documentary premieres at Geneva Human
Rights Film Festival
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Films can be a prisma to understand the world. The International Film Festival and Forum on Human
Rights in Geneva is one of the leading international events dedicated to films showing how human rights
are violated.

During 10 days in March, the festival organised 200 events all over Geneva, with 47 films in parallel to the
main session of the UN Human Rights Council. Aimost all screenings were sold out.

Amongst the highlights of this edition of the festival is the world premiere of the documentary film _Ximei,_
which is about an AIDS-infected peasant woman from rural China's Henan Province. Lui Ximei got AIDS
infected in the late 1990s, when the Chinese government encouraged poor villagers to sell their blood
plasma. Blood donors as well as blood recipients were infected with HIV from contaminated equipment,
which kicked off an epidemic.

Andy Cohen said in an interview with Euronews.

"I think it is very important to honour and to support her and to support women like Ximei who is incredibly
courageous and doing it with sometimes no support, no help and doing it on her own, whether the camera
is there or not there. She just does it, and we need more women like this in the world," co-director Gaylen
Ross said in an interview.

Ximei was only ten years old when, in a freak accident, her hair got caught in harvest machinery, which led
to her suffering heavy blood loss and a subsequent infection from a contaminated blood transfusion. Today
she has already lost many friends who also got HIV infected.

The documentary film Ximei, by filmakers Andy Cohen and Gaylen Ross of AC Films, and produced by
Chinese contemporary artist Ai Weiwei, had its world premiere at the International Film Festival and Forum
on Human Rights in Geneva and is now looking for international distribution.
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Winners announced at Geneva's Film Festival And
Forum On Human Right
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Located in the heart of Geneva, the Film Festival and Forum on Human Rights is one of the most important
international events dedicated to cinema and human rights.

The Grand Prix for the best documentary film went do
"Delphine et Carole: Insoumuses" by French film director Callisto McNulty.

The movie is a portrait of 1970s feminism in France and follows French actress and filmmaker Delphine
Seyrig's encounter with the Swiss filmmaker Carole Roussopoulos in 1974. The two women were the first
video activists to document the movement. The director behind the documentary is also the granddaughter
of Carolegranddaughter.

“As a matter of fact, their historic fight brings light to our fight today - there is a lot of resonance of what is
happening today. | also wanted to show that we can learn sometimes a lot from their fight.” Director Callisto
McNulty told Euronews.

The Grand Prix for best fiction film went to "The Boy Who Harnessed The Wind" by British-Nigerian actor
and film director Chiwetel Ejiofor,

This film tells the true story of a 13-year-old boy who saves lives in Malawi when a terrible drought befalls
the region. He sneaks into the local library and builds a windmill to saves his fellow village people. It's
Ejiofor's directorial debut and comes after acting in Steve McQueen'’s ‘12 Years a Slave’ which earned him an
Oscar nomination. Euronews spoke to Senegalese-French actress Aissa Maiga who plays the mother of the
child protagonist in the film.

“It's true [that] when you work with an actor who moves on to directing, there's something extra because
there's something between us as actors and we know each other. We know exactly what mechanisms need
to be used. An actor who is directing can tease potential out of an actor - which they are sure is there.”

“Congo Lucha" by Marlene Rabaud took home the World Organization Against Torture (OMCT) Prize.

The documentary is about LUCHA - a non-violent youth group promoting democracy and human rights in
the Democratic Republic of Congo. The group risk very violent treatment by the police, prison, torture and,
even, death. The filmmaker Marlene Rabaud followed the group for two years and found herself shooting in
many precarious circumstances.

“It's messy but that also makes those sequences very lively. In the moment of action, the camera is very free,
very fluid and everything is set on automatic mode to capture the moment - it's about life!”
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
